AP Chemistry Lab Notebook
[bookmark: _GoBack]You will complete a minimum of 25 labs this year in AP Chemistry.  A requirement of the course is to keep an organized lab portfolio.  This will be graded at the end of each semester and will affect your semester grade.  If you complete the minimum of what is asked of you, your semester grade will stand.  If you turn in an incomplete lab notebook, your semester grade will be deducted one – two percentage points. If you do not turn in a lab notebook, your semester grade will be deducted three percentage points.   If you complete what is asked of you in a very organized way and with great detail throughout, you will receive an additional percentage point on your semester grade.  These notebooks will be collected prior to exam week at the end of first and second semesters.  
Your portfolio should consist of:
*A three ringed binder
*A table of Contents with titles of labs (with detail to show what the experiment was about) and numbered
*Dividers between each lab that are labeled with the experiment number
*For each lab – a 1-2 paragraph reflection on the lab.  This should be a personal reflection and can be written in first person.  This should have a standard format and have the title of the lab and the date the lab was completed.  Some ideas to address include: (You are not limited to these questions and do not need to always address each of them. They are just suggestions.) 
· What will you remember most from this lab? 
· What did you find interesting from this lab?
· What is a real life application of this lab?
· What mistakes did you make on the lab write-up?
· What would you do differently if you were to repeat the experiment?
· Did this lab do a good job of applying what you were learning in class?

*For each lab -the completed, graded lab (what was turned in) *Note- if the lab was not turned in because it was not collected for a grade, it should still be completed.
*For each lab -the original lab assignment sheet with procedure
*For each lab - any data that might had been taken separately that is not on either the lab sheet or completed assignment

Take pride in this portfolio.  Make it look professional.  It will be an excellent record of your labwork this year.  Keep up with it throughout the semester, writing the reflections soon after the completion of the lab and the return of your assignments.
