For math quiz:
Be able to reduce fractions to their simplest form.

Be able to make equivalent fractions.

Be able to change improper fractions to mixed numbers and mixed numbers to improper fractions.

Be able to find a common denominator.

Add and subtract fractions.

Be able to divide a number line or bar into appropriate fractions.

Be able to calculate how much (in money, gas volume, etc.) a fraction represents, e.g. 1/3 of a 30 gallon gas tank is how much?

Be able to identify what fraction something has been divided into.

Be able to divide something into equal shares and identify what fraction and what amount that is, e.g six friends are sharing a licorice lace that is 48 inches long.  What fraction represents what each will get and how much of the lace is that?

Be able to compare fractions as greater than, less than, or equal to.

Find fractions in between fractions.
