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Hommurabi, the best known of the kings of the Old Babylonian Empire,
ruled from about 1790 8.c. to 1750 B.c. He pushed the boundaries of the
empire fo the Mediferranean Sea, unifying most of Mesopotamia. The people
of Mesopotamia saw many reforms and accomplishments during
Hammurabi’s rule, such as an improved irrigation system, taxation methods,
and government structure. The people were united under 1 religion. The fime
of Hammurabi's reign is often referred to as the “Golden Age of Babylon.”

Hammurabi was a successful military leader and ruler, but he is best
remembered for his code of laws. The Code of Hammurabi was a sef of 282
laws written in sfone and placed in a public locafion for everyone to see. The
laws required all people fo be responsible for their actions. However, the laws
changed offen and not all people had fo follow them. Punishment was often
