Using Google for Research
Did you know that Google has many ways to search websites? Simply typing in a question probably won’t give you the answer you are looking for. Try these Google searching tips for easier ways to search on Google.

· When searching for a phrase of words, put quotation marks around them.

· Example: “civil rights movement”
· Use the minus sign to exclude a certain word from your search.

· Example: If I want to look up immigration but I don’t want any sites that include Mexico, then I would type this in my Google search:

· Immigration –Mexico

· Make sure there is a space between the first word and the minus sign.

· Tell Google to search only in a particular domain:
· Examples:

· Global warming site:edu (this will only bring up educational sites)

· Domains include:

· .edu—educational sites

· .org—nonprofit organizational sites

· .gov—government sites

· .com—commercial sites

· Use Google Advanced Search. You’ll see it on the right side of the search bar in Google. It will do all the searching listed above including the following:

· Search websites by file type like a word document or a powerpoint.

· Search websites by grade level.

· Ask Google to define a term, word, or phrase you don’t know:

· In the Google search bar, type in define:________

· Example:   define: global warming
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REVIEW:

· Use quotation marks around a phrase of words.

· Use the minus sign to exclude words you don’t want in your search.

· Search only one particular domain at a time.

· Use the Google Advanced feature.

· Use Google to define a term, word, or phrase for you.
