Level One


Criteria
· No detentions, homework notices, or administrative referrals during each one week period

· Open Seating
· Award Days

Level Two


Criteria

· One homework notice or detention during a one week period

Privileges

· No Open Seating

· Award Days (if not on level 2/3 for more than two weeks) 
Level Three


Criteria

· More than one homework notice, detention, or one administrative referral during a one week period

Privileges
· No Open Seating

· No Award Day (if on level 2/3 more than 2 weeks in a given period)
*  A detention is typically issued after a student receives a second warning for behavior throughout the school day, unless a single incident warrants immediate disciplinary action.
*    Open seating is determined by the previous week’s performance.  If a student has no infractions for a full Monday through Friday week, they will earn open seating for the following week.
*  Award Days will only be granted to students who are at Level Three for no more than one week during each Award Day period (approximately six weeks).  Students who are on Level Two or Three more than two times in an Award Day period will not be permitted to participate.

Award Days

Award Day will consist of a movie or some other fun activity and treats.  Note to parents: some Award Day movies may be rated PG.  All movies will be chosen according to the teacher’s discretion.  If you have concerns about particular movies or topics, please contact us.

Open Seating
This privilege allows Level One students to sit with other 5th graders in a designated area in the cafeteria during lunch.  Level Two and Three students will be assigned a seat at a homeroom table.  Students earn open seating for the following week.
