TRANSPORTATION TO THE AREAS: BCD provides bus transportation to both areas (see above forms). Non-regular bus riders

PICK-UP AFTER SESSIONS Parents are responsible for picking up their children at the close of each session. (The BCD bus
does return to school from Bousquet and arrives at BCD at 5 p.m. Parents can arrange to pick up skiers here.)

PLEASE NOTE: All skiers/snowboarders (program or not) must wear appropriate identification - season passes, BCD program ID,
or lift tickets - at all times at the area.

SKIERS AND SNOWBOARDERS WHO ARE NOT IN A PROGRAM (GRADES 6 and UP) must sign up in advance if they
wish to be transported to an area. Their commitment to use the bus to one area must be made in advance for the full eight weeks and,
if not regular bus riders, they will be billed $50 by the Business Office. Unless they are season pass-holders, they must purchase lift
tickets each Friday. Those skiing or snowboarding on their own are expected to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner
